highly-colored picture. 'We have no reasen
to doubt the entire honesty of Mr. Ixxes'
protestations, that the statement he hns made
is one in every respect trostworthy. As the

inister who has presided over the depart-
ment of Finance for the past two or three
years, be conld be under ne temptation to
give an exaggerated noconnt of the declen.
sion of the colony during the pertod he has
held office. And when we find & Treasurer so
frankly owning, as Mr, Inxgs does, that the
revenue is rapidly and steadily fsiling, and
that there nppears no present hope of a stop-
page to the process, we may salcly

£20,000 of this amount acoruing from de-
bentures falling due we may happily make
provision—our credit being yet good—by =
new loan. As for the residue of £50,000,
it is & fortunate circumstance that we have a
balance in hand of the land revenue which
puta it in our power to wipe the debt off,
Most mortifying it ia indeed that we should
have to make such an unprofitable appro-
priation of a fund destined for other usea
than to be swallowed up in the gulf of dobt.
We have no alternative however but to
square the balance-sheet some way or other,
and as we have the money let us pay the
debt off, That is the best way. But in
consenting to the adoptiow of thia extra-
ordinary expedient, we have aright to expect
that some provision shall be made to prevent
the recurrence of a similar necessity some
two or throe years hence—and after that st
intervals. The Treasurer tells us we may
anticipate n deficiency during the year of
£17,000 in revenue derivable from present
sources. We must either sugment our
revenue or lessen our expenditure,—or three
years or lesa will create another fifty-thou-
sand pounds deficit, to be made out of the
of our rapidly diminishing estate,

Mr. Inxes of course sees this necessity
wnd proposes to deal with it, but in n way
we feel bound to say by no means satisfactory
tons, The relief of the general revenue
which he proposes by localising certain
classes of taxation, will be no relief to the
country, It will emount to & mere transfer
not a diminution of expenditure. Ifthe
colony is in & state * neither of humour nor
fitniess’* to bear nn incrense of taxation, that
statement is equally true in whatever form
the additional taxes are raised. FEven if the
unexplained project of the Treasurer to make
other provision for the support of imstitu-
tions which have hitherto been charges on
the general revenue, means their endowment
out of the waste lands—to what does this
amount, except to draw upon our capital for
the maintenance of establishments we have
hitherto provided for out of our annual
income P

On the mere plea that the people would
not bear more taxation, Mr, INNgs gave up
the idea of restoring buoyency to the revenue
by any fiscal readjustment. He dismissed
very summarily various projects that hadbeen
broached for recrniting the exchequer. He
madeno allusion toany hopes to beantertained
of a revival ofrevenue from the enlargeddeve-
lopment of the materinl interests of the
colony. And with reference to one proposal
that has engnged o considerable shure of

that the disagreeable truthe he has made up
his mind to tell, he has the cournge to tell
fully. Mr. Ixxes refuses to accept the re-
mponsibility of the presentfinancialdepression,
and henee the fesrless unreserve with which
he speaks. He abjures the doctrine that

ponsibility for the prosperity or depression
of public intcrestr—as we certainly do not
go the length of those, who ean find no eause
for an inactivity of trade and a diminnition

fnct that things were very bad with ua; but
it is some satisfaction to be able to feel that
at all events we know the worst,

The discussion of the fnancisl situation
is fixed for Tuesday next—to-morrow week.
‘We shall bave ample opportunity to cxamine
in detail Mr, Ixxes' explanations and pro-
posals, A pencral review of the leading
featurea of the budget will suffice for the
present,

Befure adverting to the gloomy nspect of
the genernl (inances of the country, Mr. IxyEs
explained the eondition of the land revenue
which he declared to be most satisfiuctory,
By this he meant, in the first place, that the
alienation of the public catato—in more cos-
tomary langnage thesale of wnste lands—
was proceeding with a rapidity which
resulted in the realisation of & large sum of
ready and secured money, and secondly that
the money thus received was a profitable

hange, b its int t at the rates
prosently payable on debenturesysonsiderably
exceeded the rental derived from the land
whilst in the possession of the crown. The
argument was undoubtedly ingenious, but is
scarcely satisfactory in presence of the fact
that we are now under the necessity of nppro.
priating this money realised by the sale of
our estate, to meet n heavy deficiency that
has acoumulated from the excess of our
ordinary expenditure over ouf ondinary
income. Putting this point sside however,
Mr, Ixxes can hardly contend that the
resnlts he parades are satisfactory from
any buta mere present financial point of
view. Wealienate our lands and we are
goetting money in  return. But are
we getting population?  Are wo extending
sottlement and establishing forms of industry
that will perpetually beget wealth? The
money that the Treasury reccives from our
land sales will very quickly melt awa;
egpecially if we have every now nnd then to
draw upon the lend fand to the tune of fifty
thousand pounds, to make up for deficiencies
in our ondinary revenne, Ifthe Treasuror's
position—that under such ciroumstances the
conversion of land into cash iy satisfactory—
in worth anything, it would be equally so if
the lnnds sold were thrown bodily into the
gen, We alienate successive portions
of the real estate of the colony, not so much
for the sake of the nctual money immediately
realised by the process, as for the sake of the
pmduuﬁ\-s industries that may bo expscted
to bo established on them. And when we
find that no new population ia hronght, mo
new development given to settlement—and
ul the same time that evem the purchase
money wo have received has to be appro-
pristed to make up deficiencies in our ordi-
nary revenue—we can only feel thad the lands
in respect of which the fifty thousand pounds
wo arp now about to lay hands upon were
puid into the Treasury, have been thrown
sway, and represent 80 mpch positive loss to
the colony. We are obliged to dissent there-
from the opinion of the Colonial Tressurer
when he describes this state of things as

'o-uppﬂn. there is no course to be ad-
but the one Mr. Ivxes has proposed.
e have a deficit to meet of no less an
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sum than £70,000. Forthe

public att Mr. Inxes glanced at the
subject so superficially, that he entirvly failed
to shake our faith in the practicability of
ruising a large revenue from a judicions sys-
tem of stamp duties.

GENTLEMEN, — It seema to be all but univer”
sally admitted that the law of England with
respect Lo resl property is behind the age ; and
with this opinion I sgres, At the same time I
ol that in some points the law of this eolony
is in adyanoe of that of Eugland. Bo strong in
the prejudice of English landholders agninst the
registration of doeds that all sttempts to intro-
duce n general pystem of rogistration law
failed. This colony has for upwards of thirty
{M enjoyed the benefits of sush & system.

n past Limes, owing to lopal eiroumstances,
titles to land ia this colony wers in great con-
fusion, and thin led to the establishment of a
Court, known to you all as the Caveat Board.
It is curious Lo obaervs how strong an analsg
exists batween this Board snd the Il'ilg
Encumberod Estates Court but in puint of time
we look the lead by twenty years. We possean
other ndvantages o which I might refer, and it
would bo pleasant to me to doso, and to show
how those advantages might bo perpetuated and
improved upon; how we might aweep away the
eobaebs without knoeking down the house.
But I have = lesa lelrﬂ insk before me.
We huive been recently told that the English
Law of Resl Prop-riy is too bad to be mended,
snd that the only remedy is to apply n wet
sponge —Lo wipe it ont and to construct a new
vode. Dut we should remember that the power
of alegislature i grester fur evil than for good.
No humsn law is perfect, but institations
which stand the test of time must have some
merit; and while the er to amend ean be
exercised only hetween the existing law.and an-
attaivable perfection, there is no limit to the
avils which rash or ignorant legislation may in.
flict. I have been told that it is too lata to
make objections o the proposed law: that the

rofession have been so long silentthat judgment
Eu gone by default, Wi'ou if thia wers a

ueslion btween the public and the lawyers T
should nnt be here this evening. The publin
have o right to the best law without reference
to the profession, or lo any set of men. The
only real question in whather the proposed law
in the best. It ia the duty of every man to
throw what light Le can on & question so impor-
tant but noone should seck to do thia haslily or
idly. Before I med to teach I felt bound
to make myae!f mastor of the subject. Having
done thia Uhesitate not to express my conviction

out being To enable me to contrast
the proposed, with the existing law, the first
step in to enquire what are the msin ohjeats of
the law of Real Property—what the advantages
it is intended to secure tous P The frst of these
objeots in safely :—He who by his industry
earns, and by his economy saves money,
and inveats it in land lLas & right to feel that he
cannot be deprived of such land by foree or
fraud  The second ohiect, is legal certainty : —

which conaists in having our rights ao clearl

defined oa to prevent litigetion.  The thir
object of the law is, the power of disposition :(—
the right which every man clsims to do what he
likes with his own. e luw should be as simple
and cheap ns consists with the attainrent of
theso objeels, but a law which did not attain
them would be dear st a gift. Now inreferencs
to safety. In whot way docs the existing law
secure ownera of land from fraud? Iy the
most natural, simple, ind cffoctunl menns pos-
sible. It casts on the purchuser the doty of
looking after his own intervsts, before e paya
bis money. He must matisfy Limself of the
identity of the property he buys, and of the
vendor, and must see that he obtsius a genuine
signature to his conveynnee, He cxereised the
necessary care aud vigilance, m‘lhur in_peraon
ot by deputy, for hisown seourity, mnd brings
his loeal nod individunl knowledge Lo bear on
each case, The result is that fraud or forgery
in the souveyunce of land are practically un-
known. I have bean uearly forty five  youra in
he Drofeeston o T ave had thaseanda of titlea
ore me, and tens of thousands of deeds, but

I never saw one that was forged, nor heard of
one, and never knew an instance of one man
personnting another. There are lots of forged
chequea and bank notes and there must be some
oause for this difference. That earae iz obvious !
every purchaser looka out for himueelf hefore e
pays his purchase money. But besidea this

ractical resson thers is a mornl one, the akilful

f r knowa the diffieulties be has to contend
with in any attempl to forge a deed, and his
talents are turned in another direstion; and not
only can there be no fraud or forgery, but thore
ean be no eollusion, for the iuterrats of the ven.
dor and purchaser are diametrically opposed.
One other point is important, whore & pur-

roved by a dec'aration purporting to be m
gel‘ure & magistrate, and on_such evidence the
Registrar is to decide, and in his espacity of
Bheriff earry bis own judgment into effect, by
enncelling the vendor's certifiente of title and
i-euing & mew certificate to the purchaser.
